A heating gas appliance does require safe handling
and for this reason, we very strongly recommend that
no children be allowed to touch the fireplace and its
controls at all times. Do install a screen or barrier
in front of the fireplace to protect your children
against severe burns.

Operating Your Stove for the First Time

When operating your new fireplace for the first time,
some vapors may be released due to the burning of
curing compounds used in the manufacture of the
appliance. They may cause a slight odor and could
cause the flames to be the full height of the firebox, or
even slightly higher, for the first few hours of operation.

It is also possible that these vapors could set off any
smoke detection alarms in the immediate vicinity.
These vapors are quite normal on new appliances. We
recommend opening a window to vent the room. After
a few hours use, the vapors will have disappeared and
the flames will be at their normal height.

Flame Supervision Device

For your safety, this appliance is fitted with a flame
supervision device which will shut-off the gas supply

if, for any reason, the pilot flame goes out. This device
incorporates a fixed probe, which senses the heat
from the pilot flame. If the probe is cool, the device will
prevent any gas flow unless manually lighting the pilot.
See full lighting instructions on page 15 of this manual.

Cleaning the Window

Important - Glass cleaning - Mineral deposits

One of the by-products of the combustion process in

a gas appliance is a mineral which can show up as a
white film on the ceramic glass of the viewing door.
The composition of the deposit varies widely with
location and time. It is believed to be associated with
the varying sulfur content of the gas. You may have the
problem intermittently.

We have consulted with ceramic glass manufacturers
and they cannot offer a definitive solution to this
problem. Dealers have tried various cleaning products
with varying results. The following are recommendations
only and are not meant to guarantee results.

NOTE: This is a problem beyond Miles Industries’
control and is not covered under warranty.

Clean the glass regularly as soon as you notice

the buildup (white film). If the film is left for a longer
period of time, it will bake on. It is then much harder,
if not impossible, to remove.

NEVER use an abrasive cleaner on the ceramic
glass. Any abrasion of the surface has the
immediate effect of compromising the strength of the
glass. An emulsion type cleaner is recommended.

Use a soft damp cloth to apply the cleaner. Dry the
glass with a soft, dry, preferably cotton cloth. Most
paper towels and synthetic materials are abrasive to
ceramic glass and should be avoided.

guarantee the results of these products.

Do not clean the glass while it is hot!

Always securely replace the window and the barrier
screen before lighting.

If broken, the glass pane may only be replaced
as a complete window unit as supplied by the
manufacturer.

If the barrier becomes damaged, the barrier shall
be replaced with the manufacturer’s barrier for this
appliance.

To refit the window:

1. Place it on its frame and hold it in place while
pushing and turning its fastening studs 90 degrees.

IMPORTANT: To ensure a safe operation, verify
that the bolts are hooked properly to the window
tabs; then, pull out the top of the window and
release it to insure the springs return it.

Then, apply light hand pressure against the window
frame sides to bed-in the window seal.

2. If the Hot Glass Warning plate has been removed
from the front lower corner of the window,
reinstall it by sliding it between the glass and
the frame as indicated.

3. Traditional stove MFCS01 and MFCS02: Re-hook
the cast front.

Contemporary stove MFCS04:

a) Re-install the upper side columns on each side
of the window fitting the bottom first and then
pushing in squarely sliding the spring clips on the
inside edge of the side panels.

b) Re-insert the concrete cast shelf between the
upper and lower columns. Close the access door
if opened.

c) Re-hook the window frame cover to the window’s
spring-loaded top bolts.

4. Traditional stove MFCS01 and MFCS02: Re-install
the barrier screen by inserting first the top clip in the
arch of the front and then pushing on the side of the
screen so that the clips snap into place.
Contemporary stove MFCS04: Re-install the
barrier screen by hooking first the lower brackets
to the inside edge of the concrete shelf and then
pushing the screen against the stove so the upper
clips snap on the upper side columns.

Cleaning the Stove Casing

A WARNING

DO NOT TOUCH THE STOVE WHILE IT IS
HOT! Let the stove cool first before cleaning it.

Barrier screens

A WARNING

FOR SAFETY PURPOSE, ensure the barrier
screen is re-installed on the stove front after
maintenance.

The barrier screens can be brushed clean.

Cast iron stove body

The matte cast iron stove body can be brushed clean.
The enameled cast iron stove body can be cleaned with
mild soap and water then dried with a lint-free soft cloth.

Cast concrete stove body
Dust down the surface regularly with a soft brush and
occasionally follow up with a wipe over with a wet cloth.

A sealer has been applied to the concrete surface, no
cleaning agents nor polishes should be used. In case
of an accidental spill, soak up the liquid IMMEDIATELY
with a dry cloth and follow up with a wipe down with a
wet cloth.

Logs and burner

Dust can be brushed from the ceramic logs and firebox
walls after removing the front unit and opening the win-
dow. Dust can also be removed from the burner using
a soft brush after removing the ceramic logs. When
cleaning, make sure that no particles are brushed into
the slots of the burner.

Checking Pilot and Burner Flames

A periodic check of the pilot and burner flames should
be made. Check after the fire has been on for at least
30 minutes. The pilot flame must cover the tip of the
thermocouple probe. The main burner flame pattern will
vary from appliance to appliance depending on the type
of installation and climatic conditions.

Inspect the vent terminal outdoors regularly to make
sure that snow, trees, bushes, leaves, or other objects
do not obstruct it.

Examine the vent system and terminal regularly. We
recommend annually.

Replacing Batteries

The appliance uses four 1.5 V AA alkaline batteries
for its remote control receiver and one 9 V alkaline
battery for its handset. Batteries should last one to two
seasons, depending on usage. Removing the batteries
in the off-season will extend the battery life. Should
the batteries lose power, the control may be operated
by manually turning the control knob at the valve or by
turning off the valve at the switch.
To replace the batteries in the remote control
receiver:
1. The receiver is located to the left of the valve and
it is clipped to the casting’s cross beam. Unclip the
receiver from the cross beam.
2. Slide and remove the receiver cover.
3. Replace the batteries with 4 AA alkaline batteries.
4. Replace the cover.
5. Clip the receiver back to the cross beam.

Touching Up Paint

If you need to touch up the paint on your matte cast
unit MFCSO01, use the Stove Bright by Forrest 1990
Satin Black spray paint. Please note that it may be
necessary to spray the entire cast piece.

The replacement parts are shown
at the end of this manual. Please always quote the part
number and description when requesting spare parts.

Operating Your Stove
There are three ways to control your fireplace.
1. Thermostatic Remote Control;

2. Wall Switch;
3. Manual On/Off Switch.

The manual On/Off switch must be ON for the fireplace
to function. It can be used to shut off the fireplace in
case of emergency—see above.

The Thermostatic Remote Control can be programmed
to function automatically—see pages 10-14.

The Wall Switch (optional) can be used to turn on, off
and to increase or decrease the flame height—see
1265WSK—Wall Switch Kit.

For all side wall horizontally vented gas fueled
equipment installed in every dwelling, building or
structure used in whole or in part for residential
purposes, including those owned or operated by the
Commonwealth and where the side wall exhaust
vent termination is less than seven (7) feet above
finished grade in the area of the venting, including
but not limited to decks and porches, the following
requirements shall be satisfied:

1. INSTALLATION OF CARBON MONOXIDE
DETECTORS. At the time of installation of the side wall
horizontal vented gas fueled equipment, the installing
plumber or gas fitter shall observe that a hard wired
carbon monoxide detector with an alarm and battery
back-up is installed on the floor level where the gas
equipment is to be installed. In addition, the installing
plumber or gas fitter shall observe that a battery
operated or hard wired carbon monoxide detector
with an alarm is installed on each additional level of
the dwelling, building or structure served by the side
wall horizontal vented gas fueled equipment. It shall
be the responsibility of the property owner to secure
the services of qualified licensed professionals for the
installation of hard wired carbon monoxide detectors.

a. In the event that the side wall horizontally vented
gas fueled equipment is installed in a crawl space or
an attic, the hard wired carbon monoxide detector with
alarm and battery back-up may be installed on the next
adjacent floor level.

b. In the event that the requirements of this subdivision
can not be met at the time of completion of installation,
the owner shall have a period of thirty (30) days

to comply with the above requirements; provided,
however, that during said thirty (30) day period, a
battery operated carbon monoxide detector with an
alarm shall be installed.

2. APPROVED CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS.
Each carbon monoxide detector as required in
accordance with the above provisions shall comply
with NFPA 720 and be ANSI/UL 2034 listed and IAS
certified.

3. SIGNAGE. A metal or plastic identification plate
shall be permanently mounted to the exterior of the

Only qualified licensed or trained personnel
should install this appliance.

Fan (Blower)

Allow for and install electrical wiring if there will be a fan
(blower) to install. Ask the homeowner if you are not
sure.

Venting Configuration

This unit is supplied with a top outlet and is field
convertible to a rear outlet. Plan routing of vent taking

into consideration stove and vent clearances, allowable
vent terminal locations BEFORE cutting a hole in the
roof or wall. Avoid penetrating the wall/roof at structural

members.

Gas Line Routing

Consider visibility of shut-off valve or step-down
regulators, etc. when planning gas line routing.

Installation

Unpack Appliance

The Madrona engine is supplied separately from the
stove casings. The Traditional stove—MFCSO01 (black)
or MFCSO02 (maijolica brown)—and the Contemporary
stove MFCS04 are each supplied in two cartons. You
must have in hand the stove casing before starting the
assembly of the appliance.

Unpack the carton carefully. We strongly recommend
that you leave the engine sitting on the packaging
base in which it came to avoid damaging the
control valve, wires and pipes already attached

to the engine until it is ready to insert in the stove
casing.

If the appliance is to be vented from the top, it is ready
for vent installation once the engine is on the casting
base.

If the appliance is to be vented from the rear, it must be
converted. Follow these simple steps:

1. Remove the following parts in this order:

a) Dura-Vent collar, gasket and intake plate from
the top of the appliance (22 screws of the intake
plate and 2 rear screws of the collar);

b) Exhaust collar (8 screws).
NOTE: The gaskets are glued to the engine or
the intake plate; it is not necessary to separate
them from the parts they are attached to.
However, if they need to be manipulated, BE
CAREFUL not to damage them because their
material is fragile.

Connect Gas Supply

The gas supply inlet connection is a 3/8 inch
NPT female connector. For detailed location of
this connector see the drawing on page 18. If a
circulating fan or isolating valve is to be installed,
adjust the routing of the gas line to suit.
Use only new black iron or steel pipes or copper
tubing if acceptable—check local codes. Note that
in USA, copper tubing must be internally tinned for
protection against sulfur compounds.
Unions in gas lines should be of ground joint type.
The gas supply line must be sized and installed
to provide a supply of gas sufficient to meet the
maximum demand of the appliance without undue
loss of pressure.
Sealant used must be resistant to the action of all
gas constituents including LP gas. Sealant should
be applied lightly to male threads to ensure excess
sealant does not enter gas lines.
The supply line should include a manual shut-
off valve and union to allow the appliance to be
disconnected for servicing.
Pressure test the supply line for leaks.
The appliance and its individual shut-off valve
must be disconnected from the gas supply
piping system during any pressure testing of
that system at test pressures in excess of 1/2
psig (3.5 kPa).
The appliance must be isolated from the gas
supply piping system by closing its individual
manual shut-off valve during any pressure testing
of the gas supply piping system at test pressures
equal to or less than 1/2 psig (3.5 kPa).
Failure to either disconnect or isolate the appliance
during pressure testing may result in regulator or
valve damages and void the warranty. Consult your
dealer in case of damages.
The minimum supply pressure is given in the
Specifications section of this manual—page 18.
All piping and connections must be tested for leaks
after installation or servicing. All leaks must be
corrected immediately.
When testing for leaks:

+ Make sure that the appliance is turned off.

* Open the manual shut-off valve.
« Test for leaks by applying a liquid detergent
or soap solution to all joints. Bubbles forming
indicate a gas leak.
Never use an open flame to check for leaks.
Correct any leak detected immediately.

Synchronize Remote Control

The receiver and the handset of the remote control
system must be initially synchronized before the first
use.

1. Insert alkaline batteries in the remote control
receiver and handset. The receiver is located left of
the control valve under the burner module.

2. With a sharp object, press and hold the receiver’s
reset button until you hear one short and one long
beeps. After the second beep, release the reset
button.

3. Within the subsequent 20 seconds, press the small
flame button ( &) on the remote handset until you
hear two short 3eeps confirming the sychronization
is set.

This is a one time setting only and is not required when
changing the batteries in the remote receiver. The
remote control system is now ready to use.

Check Operation

Turn the fireplace flame up and down using the
remote control to confirm that the full range of inputs
is achieved—see the remote control operation
instructions on pages 10-14.

Adjust Aeration (if necessary)

Light the fire and allow the unit to warm up for 10-15
minutes to evaluate the flame picture. The burner

is equipped with an adjustable shutter to control
primary aeration. See the figures below. The shutter is
factory-set to an aeration gap which will give optimum
performance for the vast majority of installations.

be improved by adjusting the aeration. The need for
adjustment should be determined only by operating the
appliance with the ceramic logs and window installed.

Increasing aeration will cause the flames to appear
more transparent and blue making the ceramic logs
glow more.

Decreasing aeration will cause the flames to appear
more yellow or orange making the ceramic logs glow less.
Too little aeration may result in black carbon
forming and dropping into the firebox.
